8.2. Wheatsheaf Hill development – Court injunction on the Wheatsheaf Hill site has been made 

permanent. The granting of the injunction followed activities at the site including clearing 

the field of vegetation & presence of 6 mobile homes within the field. It has also come to 

the attention of the Council that BSP skips have been liquidated. The Council has also in-

formed Kent Highways of the skips being stationed very close to the old London Road.

The Badgers Mount Parish Council strongly objects to this appeal and 

would like to get this appeal overturned. The Council does not believe the scheme is under-

taken for environmental reasons and would massive disruption & damage to the Parish 

with the sheer volume of HGV’s that would need to pass through this village should permis-

sion be granted. The Parish Council will be submitting a revised stronger objection in writing 

to the Planning Inspectorate.
